is a child in foster care under the responsibility of a State 8

who has been placed in a child care institution that is a 9

qualified residential treatment program (as defined in sec-10

tion 472(k)(4)), without regard to whether payments are 11

made on behalf of such child under section 472’’ after 12

‘‘section 1915(1)’’. 13

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by 14

subsection (a) shall take effect on October 1, 2021, and 15

shall apply with respect to items and services furnished 16

in calendar quarters beginning on or after that date. 17
